Agreed Minutes Of The Sixth Session Of The Turkish - Iraqi Joint
Committee For Economic And Technical Cooperation

On the cccasion of the official visit of H. E. Turgut Ozal, Prime Minister of
the Republic of Turkey to Iraq upon the invitation of H. E Taha Yassin Ramadan,
Member of Revolution Comand Council and First Deputy Prime Minister of the
Republic of Iraq, the Joint Committee held its 6th Session in Baghdad from 1sth
to 24th March 1988, '

The Turkish delegation was headed by H.E. Ahmet Kurtcebe Alptemocin,
Minister of Finance and Customs. While the Iraqi delegation was headed by H.E.
Qassim Ahmed Tagi. Minister of Qil

The technical discussions between the two Sides were undertaken under the
Co-Chairmanship of H.E. Prof. Dr. Ekrem Pakdemirli, Undersecretary of Treasury
and Foreign Trade of Turkey, and H.E. Abu Talib Abdul Muttalib Al-Hashemi,
Senior Undersecretary of the Ministry of Trade of Irag.

The members of the Turkish and Iragi delegations are shown in Annexes
() and (I} respectively.

During his visit, Prof. Dr. Ekrem Pakdemirli met with Their Excellencies
Hassan Ali Member of Revolution Command Council, Minister of Trade, Quassim
Ahmed Tagi, Minister of Qil, Subhi Yassin, Minister of Industry and Minerals,
Tarek Hamad Al-Ahdullah, Minister of Light Industries,

The deliberations of the Joint Committee took place in a warm and cordial
atmosphere, reflecting the traditionally close and brotherly relations beiween the
two countries. The Joint Committee conducted its work through three Working
Groups on:

I — Trade, Banking and Transport.

II — (il and Energy.

I — Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation.

Following the discussions of the Working Groups, the Joint Committee agreed
as follows :

1 — Trade, Banking and Transport.
A) TRADE

i - The two Sides, reviewed the progress of bilateral trade relations between
the two countries since the Fifth Session of the Turkish - Iraqi Joint Committee for
Economic and Techical Co-operation that was held in Ankara in April, 1985 and
noted with satisfaction that their trade exchanges have developed in an increased



manner. The two Sides confirmed their desire to develop the bilateral trade for
their mutual benefit.

ii - Recognizing the possibilities for the further development of trads beatween
the two countries. the two Sides agreed to deploy every effort to further increase
the volume of trade and diversify their exchanges in the period ahead.

iii - The two Sides examined & number of issues of contractual nature,
resulting from the performance of their respective enterprises. They agreed to
follow the matler with the aim of finding fair solutions without jeopardizing the
contractual rights of the parties concerned. The Iragi side took note of the Turkish
proposal to study the possibilities of setting up an Iragi - Turkish Joint Survey
arrangement.

iv - Recognizing that frequent visits and business contacts and the regular
participation of both countries in Baghdad and lzmir International Fairs had
contributed to the present satisfactory stage of bilateral trade, the two Sides agreed
0 maintain and enhance these activities. They also agreed to encourage exchange
of visiis of business delegations.

v - The Turkish Side expressed its wish to sign an agreement with Irag on
the avoidance of double taxation. The Iragi Side took note of proposal,

Bl BANKING

The two Sides noted with satisfaction the smooth and steady operation of
the banking arrangements signed between the Central Banks of both countries and
agreed to utilize this system as a framework for their future trade exchanges.

C) TRANSPORT

Both sides expressed their desire to expand further their cooperation in the
feild of transport and communication.

i - Land Transport 5

The Turkish stated that International Transporters Association (UND) would
undertake to arrange a confirmed Bank Guarantee on behalf of the Turkish
transport companies which are the members of the UND, )

The Bank Guarantee will be in favour of the State Organization of Iraqi
Land Transport (SOILT). The Iraqi Side, accepted this in principle and proposed
that an amount of the said Bank Guarantee should be decided and agreed upon
by the above - mentioned two Organizations. |

Both Sides agreed that UND will submit a list of Turkish Transport Com-
panies which are members of the UND. The relevent Turkish companics will be
chosen by the Iragi Side out of this list,

il - Maritime transport

The two Sides noted the benefit of concluding a Maritime Agresment betwean
the two countries. The Turkish side, referred to the provision of services in the
feilds of maintanence, repair and docking of Iraqi commercial ships at the Turkish
Port. The Turkish Side, in order to identify the modalities of such cooperation and
o show the existing facilites, invited an Iragi delegation to Turkey in 1888, Thea
[ragi Side welcomed this proposal and the invitation.

iif - Railways and Pending lssues

In order to solve the pending lssues between the Railways Authorities of the
iwo Countries, the Two Sides agreed that the relevant authorities will meet as so00n
as possible, :

Refering to the proposed project on direct railway connection between the
two countries, the Iragi Side informed that the necessary detailed specifications



with respect to the Iragi portion of the project have been completed The Iragi Side
requested the Turkish Side to take similar measures at the earliest time possible.
Both Sides ugreed to hold a meeting of their experis on the subject within three
months.

iv - The Iraqi Side drew the atiention of the Turkish Side to the newly
imposed transit dues per Metric tons by the Turkish authorities on trucks carrying
oil products via Turkey and requested the Turkish Side to reconsider this measure
within the frame work of the Agresment on International Road Transport concluded
bhetween the two countries in Ankara on 18th October, 1880

The Turkish Side explained that this measure was applicable to trucks
belonging to all companies not registred in Turkey and its implementation has
been postpond to allow the concerned cpmpanies to complete the necessary forma-
lities of registration. The Turkish Side further stated that it will communicate its
views on the subject to the Iragt Side through the Diplomatic channels.

II — OIL AND ENERGY

A) OIL

i - Operation of the Iraqi- Turkish Pipeline

The two Sides reviewed the operation of the pipeline systemn and acknowledged
the great efforts made and the remarkable achievement obtained in improving the
maintenance and utilization of the capacity of the system.

ii - The Second Expansion of Iragi- Turkish pipeline.

Both Sides reviewed the second expansion of ITP and noted that the const-
ruction had started on December 5th, 1885 and it has beem proceeding in accordance

with the terms of the contract.

B) ELECTRICAL CONNECTION BETWEEN IRAQ AND TUREKEY

i - The two Sides noted that the Agreement concerning the exchange of 400
million (plus or minus 20 %) kwh/vear electrical energy had been signed on
November 27th, 1885 and that all the technical preperations have been completed
for the transmission line in accordance with the decision taken during the previous
meeting. d

Both Sides agreed to do their utmeost to complete the transmission line before
the target date of October 1st, 1887 as foreseen in the said agreement.

il - The two Sides agreed to form a Joint Technical Commitiee composed of
their experts to study the second electrical transmission line project for the
axchange of approximately 3 billion kwh/year electricity between Turkey and Irag

This Committee shall determine the basis and conditions of the technicil and
aconomic feasibility study to be conducted that will include :-

a) The technical characteristics required to utilize the energy to be exchan-
ged between the Turkish and Iragi national networks,

b} The facilities for the supply and transmission of this energy to the con-
sumting regions.

Both sides expreesed their desire for the completion of the above mentioned
study as soon as possible.

Il — ECONOMIC, SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION

A) REGIONAL WATERS

i - The two Sides noted the activities of the Joint Technical Commitiee on
Regional Waters established in 1880 and recommended that the Committee should
expedite its work and complete it as early as possible.



ii - The Turkish side promised to submit to the Iragi side the filling program
of Karakaya reservoir as early as possible.

iii - Both sides noted with satisfaction the exchange of hydrological data
regarding the discharges of Keban dam, snow and rainfall conditions in Turkey.
The Turkish side promised to provide data on discharges of Keban dam every three
months in advance, and supply to Iraq on monthly basis the measurements of the
snow and rainfall related to the stations in ihe Tigris and Euphrates river basins,
In case of any important change, the Turkish side promised to give prior notice
to the Iragi side. In response to the Iraqi request the Turkish side agreed to send
o Iraqg the rating curves of Diyarbakir, Cizre and Birecik gauging stations as early
as possible and whenever they are changed.

iv - The two Side noted that the Joint Technical Committee on Reglonal
waters will meet in April 19gs.

B) PROJECTS

i - The two Sides reviewed the activities of the Turkish contracting com-
pames operating in Iraq and expressed their satisfaction with the positive contri
bution of the Turkish companies toward the economic development of Iraq,

ii - The two Sides agreed io enhance and expand their economic cooperation
through & greater participation of the Turkish companies in new projects pertaining
to the generation and transmission of enecrgy, land reclamation, construction and
industry etc,

i - The two Sides noted with satisfaction the completion of the second
bridge on the Khabour river.

v - The two Side noted with satisfaction the services provided by the Tur-
kish companies in the field of management, operation, repair, maintenance of
industrial plants and projects and agreed tu intensify such activities. The Turkish
Side further expressed its interest to provide feasibility, design, engineering and
consultancy services to Iraq. The Iraqi Side welcomed this offer and agreed to bring
it to the attention of its relevant authorities. '

v - The two Sides reviewed the problems and obstacles facing the sconomic
cooperation between the two countries and expressed their keen desire to overcome
them as soon as possible.

vi - The two Sides welcomed the increased contacts and exchange of delega-
tions between the two countries in the area of construction.

vii - The Turkish Side invited a delegation from Irag to visit Turkey with
the aim of exploring the possibilities for furthering cooperation in the field of
telecommunication, :

C) TECHNICAL AND SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION

The iwo Sides reviewed the progress of technical and scientific cooperation
between the two countries and discussed new possibilities to strengthen and expand
their cooperation. Regarding their future cooperation, both Sides discussed the
posgibilities indicated below and agreed as follows .

i - The Iragi Side submitted to the Turkish Side a list (enclosed) of its reqguire
ments for training opportunities and experts from Turkey for the years 1886 - 1887,
The Turkish Side promised to examine these requirements and inform the Iragi
Side on the availability of the training opportunities and experts, However, as an
initial response, the Turkish Side indicated that the training requirements could



be met by Turkey and agreed to prepare a programme for transmission to Irag
on the training opportunities as soun as possible,

ii - In addition to the training and expertise requirements mentioned above,
tho Turkish Side also agreed to carry out the training programme which have been
agreed upon in the previous meeting and which are still pending.

- iif - The Iragi Side also expressed interest to obtain training programmes in
the field of tourism. The Turkish Side promised to provide the Iragi Side with
available programmes as soon as possible.

~ iv - The two Sides expressed their interest in expanding cooperation in the
field of agriculture and agreed that the relevant Ministries in both countries pursue
such cooperstion, in the field of exchanging information and experiences in all
aspects of the agricultural development process Including exchange of all typs of
seeds; wheat, barley, sun-flower.. eic especially those suitable for the northern
part of Iragq.

v - The two Sides noted with satisfaction their ongoing cooperation in vete-
rinary services and agreed to continue their exchange of informsation related in
particuler to pidemics, pest control, plant and animal diseases which may occur in
the border region.

vi - Both Sides agreed to the Cooperation between the Turkish Scientific and
Technical Research Council (TUBITAK) and the Iragi scientific research center
(SRC) in the Field of solar energy. The Turkish Side will provide & draf text of such
Cooperation three months in advanu of the wisit of a group of Turkish scientists
to the Solar Energy Research Centre in Baghdad to finalize the programme.

vil - The Iragi Side proposed Cooperation in the fields of karst springs and
sesmology. The Turkish Side will respond to these proposals three months after the
receipt of detailed Cooperation programme to be submitted by Irag.

wiii - The Iragi Side requested the training of some researchers in Turkey
in the fields of remote sensing, advance telecommunications, integrated circuits,
fiber optics and thin films. The Turkish Side will respond within three months
about the training facilities in these areas.

ix - The Iraqi Side expressed its interest to exchange information and teams
in the field of sports and youth development through sending:

A) Youth Basketball team during September, 1886.

B) Youth Olympic Shooting team during September, 1888, and receiving :
A} Youth Volleyball team during October, 1884.

B) Youth olympic Wrestling team during October, 1868,

The Turkish Side expressed its readiness for such cooperation and undertook
to natify the Turkish competent authorities to carry out such cooperation.

¥ - Both Sides will exchange youth delegations in order to exchange ideas
regarding spori centres in both countries as well as exchanging Art Exhibitions
boetwoen the Youth of Irag and Turkey.

D) MANPOWER AND SOCIAL SECURITY

The Turkish Side proposed the conclusion of manpower and social security
agreements between the two countries and promised to submit the draft texts of
draft agreements on these subjects.
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The Iraqgi Side took note of these proposals and agreed to bring them io the
attention of its competent authorities for thelr consideration.

Done and signed in Baghdad on 24th March 1886 in two original copies in
the english language.
