PROTOCOL
of the Turkish-the Netherlands'
Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport

The Road Transport Joint Committee Meeting was held between the
Delegations of Republic of Turkey and Kingdom of the Netherlands in Ankara on
30 November - 01 December 2006 to further develop cooperation in road

transport between the two countries.

The Delegations negotiated the transport of passengers and goods by road
between their countries on the basis of the following agenda.

1- Exchange of statistical information

2- Transport of goods

3- Transport of passengers

4- Other issues

The Members of both delegations are listed in the appendix.

1- Exchange of Statistical Information

Both delegations exchanged views and statistical information regarding the
trade and current situation of road transport between the Republic of Turkey
and the Kingdom of the Netherlands and agreed that the progress of trade and
road transport between their countries is at a satisfactory level. Both
Delegations expressed their sincere belief that trade between their countries
will further develop in the future.

2- Transport of Goods

The Delegations agreed that the primary purpose of their cooperation is to
develop trade and facilitate the transport of goods between Turkey and the
Netherlands.

The Turkish Delegation proposed to develop a multi-entry permit so as to
be used for the bilateral and transit permits. The Netherlands' Delegation
stated that the mentioned permit type could be tried on condition that it is

valid for the third country permits, too.

The Delegations agreed to discuss the introduction of the multi-entry
permits in 2007.

The Delegations decided that the preliminary quota for 2007 were
determined as follows:

- 18.000 permits for bilateral and transit transports
- 3.500 permits for third country transports

The Delegations will consider any demand for additional permits in good
faith during the course of the year.

The Delegations decided that the duration of all the permits shall be
valid until 31st January of the following year.

3- Transport of Passengers
There are no regular lines of transport of passengers. Requests for

regular lines will be considered with good faith on the basis of the
agreement.



The Turkish Delegation informed that the INTERBUS "Interbus Agreement on
the international occasional carriage of passengers by coach and bus" has
become effective in Turkey as from 1st July 2006.

4- Other Issues

As a follow up of the visit of the Minister of Transport of the
Netherlands to Turkey, the Netherlands' Delegation gave a presentation on
"Training of the Drivers for a Safe Drive". A document regarding the possible
cooperation opportunities and the content of the training were submitted to
the Turkish Delegation.

The Netherlands' Delegation requested the assistance of the Turkish
Delegation on the problems arising from the imposition of the tolls (for
highways, bridges, etc.) and road transport charges at the same time.

The Netherlands' Delegation will also forward via the Embassy some
technical questions about difficulties encountered during transport operations
such as alternatives for TIR documents regarding customs and "carnet de
passage".

The Turkish Delegation provided necessary explanations during the meeting
and expressed that, in case the mentioned issues are forwarded by a letter in
detail, these issues will be examined and the Netherlands' Delegation will be
informed about the results.

The Netherlands' delegation informed about the international EUROWATCH
network as providers of track and trace systems and response on alarms with a
view on criminality prevention.

The Netherlands' Delegation invited the Turkish Delegation to the
Netherlands for the next Joint Committee Meeting. The Turkish Delegation
accepted the invitation with pleasure. The exact date and venue of the meeting
will be determined via diplomatic channels.

The Meeting took place in a warm and friendly atmosphere and both
Delegations expressed their satisfaction over the results.
